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     Grandma then gently explained that eating 
the living bread meant believing in Jesus, and 
that because Opa had believed, he was now 
living in heaven with Jesus. That satisfied 
Kimmy… for now. 
     Kimmy will need to learn a lot more about 
God’s love for her and His will for her life. We 
teach our children the Christian truths in our 
Sunday School program and our Confirmation 
program held each Sunday at all of the worship 
services. There is no greater responsibility that 
we have as parents, grandparents, and a con-
gregation than to teach our children about the 
love and will of God in their lives. Each Sun-
day the children will go to worship immedi-
ately with their parents in the sanctuary for the 
opening worship setting. After the lessons are 
read the children and their parents will sing a 
Sunday school hymn together as a family so 
the children become familiar with the mean-
ingful Sunday School hymns. This can become 
an intergenerational experience and a sharing 
time for parents and children. Wouldn’t it be 
great if grandma and grandpa could be sitting 
with the family at this time as well! Following 
the Sunday school hymn the children will go 
forward to the altar for the children’s sermon 
and then children will go directly to the their 
classrooms for the morning Sunday School 
lesson. When individual classes are introduced 
to the congregation this year they will be intro-
duced following the children’s sermon on that 
Sunday. We have a new exciting Sunday 
School curriculum this year called Spark 
which has been produced by the Lutheran 
Church. It is modern, creative, and meaningful. 
We have a dedicated staff of Sunday School 
and Confirmation teachers standing ready to 
teach. During the time that the children are in 
their classes the adults will hear the adult ser-
mon and finish the worship services. Parents 
and children will finish at the same time. Last 
year a few students wandered in the hall during 
the opening worship service. We always want 
to avoid this since we feel a responsibility for 
all the children in the church building. We ask 
the parents to make sure that their children are  
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     Myrtle is the oldest member of the church who 
now resides in a nursing home. One Sunday 
someone brought her to church. As she entered 
the sanctuary it almost seemed like it was the first 
time she had been to church. Her memory was 
slipping at 96 years old. People made an extra 
effort to greet her. It was truly good to see this 
saint of the church. Whenever anyone asked how 
long she had been a member of the church she 
never gave an exact number of years. The pastor 
stated that it must have been over sixty years. 
     Myrtle played an important role in the life of 
the church. She taught Sunday school for years 
and was active in the women’s circle. Perhaps 
what people remembered the most was how she 
stood at the front door to welcome people to the 
church. 
     When it was time for communion, John 
wheeled Myrtle to the altar. The pastor gave her a 
piece of bread, looking in her eyes saying, “The 
body of Christ broken for you.” She looked at the 
bread in her hand for the longest time before she 
put it to her lips. She had difficulty grasping the 
plastic cup as the pastor handed it to her, “The 
blood of Christ shed for you.” Slowly she put the 
cup to her lips. 
     As she was wheeled back to her pew John no-
ticed tears in many of the worshipers’ eyes. Many 
were deeply moved by Myrtle’s example. She 
loved Jesus and served her church well. Myrtle 
lived out and believed Jesus’ words, “Whoever 
eats of this bread will live forever.” 
     In John, Chapter 6, Jesus declared the he is the 
“bread of life.” There were some in the crowd 
who questioned Jesus. It was as if they were 
wearing blinders, they could not see Jesus for who 
he truly was, the Son of God. Jesus stated, “I am 
the living bread that came down from heaven.” 
     From the mouth of babes: Little Kimmy, age 5, 
was trying to deal with the death of her grandfa-
ther. She had been told that Opa had died and was 
with Jesus now in heaven. Then Kimmy heard the 
reading in church about the living bread, and 
whoever eats of Jesus the living bread would live 
forever. She was confused and asked her grand-
mother, “Oma, why didn’t Opa eat Jesus, ‘cause 
then he wouldn’t have died.”
